The Vice Chairperson briefed all members on thekugr relation and division of labolretweer
the EDB and the Hong Kong Academy for Gifted Ediacaas follows:

The GE Section is under CDI of EDB and the HKAGE ha own Board of Directors.



In general, the GE Section is responsible for ttowipion at Levels 1 & 2(school-based) whilber
HKAGE will focus on the provision at Level 3 (ofits support) and research on key gifted issues.

For provision to students, GE Section will develeghb-based courses and supportdbeelopmer
of local competitions with related training as wels sendingdelegates to internatior
competitions. The HKAGE will provide off-site gétl programras, organise Olympiad relal
training programmes for students and develop exegmplatform.

For services to teachers, the GE Section will lpaasible for capacity building of teachens
specific domains, thematic talks/workshops/coursiisin KLA contexts, tailor-maéd profession:
development programmes, on-site staff developmeahtcansultation to schools. The HKAGH
focus on awareness building and generic capacitgibg of teachers, provide dme facilities for
teachers and co-host Annual GE Conference with EDB.

For Parent Support services, the GE Section wisinat togeneral enquiries regarding GE polic
and school provisions and work in partnership whth HKAGE in delivering parent talks omaec
basis. The HKAGE attend to enquiries regarding pi®grammes and services, organise
programmes/workshops/talks, produce web-based nrafbon for parents and facilitatparen
support groups.

Other provision includes the production of learniamgd teaching resources by GE Sectan
Teacher/parent magazines by the HKAGE.

The GE Section will also carry out pilot/partnegsiprojects with schools while the HKAGHill
collaborate with or commission the tertiary ingiito carry out research agelvelopment projec
on GE.

The GE Sectiorand the HKAGE were working on a joint paper tolakpto the public the curre
development of gifted education. The Vice-Chairperdeemed it not appropriate to disclose
details of the working paper but highlighted soreg features and point for members’ information.

Regarding this Joint Strategy paper, members espdehe following feedback as follows:

The roles and relationship of GE Section and théABE should be further clarified.

The target students, parents and teachers servedhay party should be identified clearly. her
GE Section should focus on Level 1 & 2 aoohcentrate on developing teaching package
schools while the HKAGE should focus on servingttie0.1% exceptionally gifted students.

Some strategic aims sounded to be too far-rea@ndgunrealistic.

In terms of levels of services, the percentagedftferent targets was not appropriately stated
needed further refinement.

The HKAGE should make good use of its web sitectaaa the GE portal in HK to facilitatke enc
users.
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The existing Primary One Admission Policy should®dewedto cater for those advanced learr
at pre-primary level.

Reply was given to members that more specific midion would be put down othe Join
Strategy Paper before it was finalized ansimplified version of the Paper would be publasifer
the general public.

To report on the progress of the ad hoc committeenothe development of Guidelineon
School-based Gifted development 2009

CDO(GE)1 reported that favourable progress had bmede in revising the duidelines ol
school-based gifted development programmes”.

More classroom-based, KLArented information would be included in the redssersion makin
it more practical to frontline teachers.

It was expected that the Guideline could be suleahito CDCC for comments and endorsement
July 2010 and the endorsed Guideline could be dtduiio CDC for endorsement in Nov 2010.

To introduce the services of the HKAGE by the Asxciate Director(SPS) of the HKAGE
In view of the fact that most of the members wesw o the Committee, arrangement was mad

the AD (SPS) of the HKAGE to introduce in detalle scope of service provided by the HKAGE.

The AD (SPS) also briefed members on the orgaaisatructure, the mode of operation and
charging policy of the HKAGE. Besides, he updatesinhers of the latest provision and service
well as the achievement of the HKAGE so far.

To report on the latest development of the programrmes at all levels
The Secretary, SCDOGE)2, updated all members ofatiest development of programmes a
levels provided by the Gifted Education Sectiorhwéference to tabled summary.

Any other business
Members expressed concerns over the support andrees for the development of schbalsec

provision at individual KLAscontext. They urged for sufficient training opparities for enhancin
the knowledge and skills of teachers in the impletaigon of the school-based programmes.

The Chairperson assured members that numepoafessional development opportunities w
currently available for teacheasid considerable number of teachers had beendrditeertheles:
more professional development programmes wererstiéed.

The Vice Chairperson added that the EDB did not atmmplementing gifted education il
primary and secondary schools.

Schools were encouraged and supported to proviteokbased gifted programmébsg building or
their strengths.

Guidelines on catering for individual differenclfarner diversity had been compiled tihe
preparation for the NSS.

A wide range of references could be found fromrieev Guideline on GErom identification tc
implementation and evaluation in specific KLA cotite



Members also expressed the views ttitre were not enough GE services for primary sk
students and parent3here was not a proper channel for delivering ithi@rmation of the
HKAGE'’s service to primary schools.

The Chairperson suggested the HKAGE to eseranore effort to promote their services to a w
context.It was also suggested a copy of the relevant laracuemorandum on GE services by
GE Section and HKAGE to be provided to CDCC membaregformation.

The AD of the HKAGE replied different means (ciraulmemorandum, lettersewsletters
pamphlets, posters and advertisements) and cha(mabdic libraries, youth centers, HKAGE’
website etc.) had been exploited to deliver infdramato all schools.

Members also enquired if the HKAGEadh sufficient manpower and resources to delivel
pledged services.

The AD of the HKAGE replied that the number of tahd programmes provided would
doubled when the HKAGE was in full strength. At tm®ment most of the student programi
were commissioned to and run by tertiary institasi@and NGOs.

Members also enquired the provision for those giftearts and sports.

The Vice Chairperson replied that in order not aplatate the effort while resources were limit
the EDB would focus on provision apart from thosengprovided by the Academy for Performi
Arts, the HK Sports Institute or other programmedar LCSD.

However, members suggested that the HKAGE shonldhe medium term, provide training
those students who had netached the top squad or professional level butatr@ddy excelled i
local open competitions at school or regional Isvel

The Vice Chairperson concluded that ideally sewighould be provided to students fi
kindergarten to senior secondary if nesmes were available. Even though the HKAGE hadg®e
in the LegCo paper, to cater for those aged 10il®as still a new organization While the
HKAGE could not cater for those in primary levéletGE Section would fill the service.

It was expected that the HKAGE could provide mammgpammes when it was eventually settied
its own campus.

Details of the 11 APCG and the progress of bidding for hosting tB8 APCGwere also providec
Saudi Arabia had expressed their interest to hi@12 APCG while the Mainland was interested
too, but would give way to HK if HK would like taidh

The Vice Chairperson indicated that with such troastraints and so many imponderables at
HK was unlikely to bid for 2012 wile the Conferernne2014c would be explored.

Mrs Yu shared with members some papers from thet®iy Conference in Mainland. S
explained the paper detailing the quality of teashe gifted education and a teacher develop!



framework put forth by Prof Wu Wu-tien of Taiwan.

The Vice Chairperson echoed that EDB and HKAGE wayetemplating to adopt or develo)
teacher development framework which was similaxvhat Prof Wu proposed.
